8RG Service of Reconciliation 
On Monday 8RG continued the theme of Reconciliation by revisiting in morning registration a short excerpt from the video clip of 
Gee Walker speaking after the tragic murder of her son, Anthony, in Liverpool in 2005.  They then reflected on all the good things 
and all the bad things in their lives and wrote them down on different coloured pieces of paper.  During the Service of Reconciliation 
in the Chapel during period 4 Mr Gabuguga read the story of The Prodigal Son, Selam Haile, Emma Hayes and Gurpreet Rodrigues led 
reflections on The Ten Commandments which were followed by some questions - to make pupils think - posed by Mr Babarczi and Miss 
Davies.  Father Patrick spoke about the way in which we can find forgiveness provided we recognise that we have done something 
wrong.  We all need to feel that we are still loved despite our mistakes and God always wants to forgive us just as the Father in the 
story forgave his Son.  Small candles were lit to symbolise our need for light and to show that light (goodness) always overcomes 
darkness (sin).  Father Patrick was then available in a nearby office for pupils in 8RG who wanted to go to Confession or to talk to 
him confidentially.
